Classes.

BART

BART operates rapid rail service to northern San Mateo County, San Francisco and the
East Bay (including Berkeley) directly from SFO. The SFO BART Station islocated on
the Departures/Ticketing Level of the International Terminal (Boarding Area G side).
BART iseasily accessed from any terminal by riding SFO's AirTrain to the Garage
G/BART Station stop. There is no charge to board AirTrain. Y ou will need to board a
Richmond bound train to the Berkeley station at Center Street. From Center Street - it is
quick taxi or AC Transit bus ride to the housing location.

To assist in planning for housing and meals, all applicants are to complete the pre-
registration form included with the application.

Resident Students:

Accommodations:

Participants requiring local accommodations will be housed in Unit 2-Wada Residence Hall, a dormitory
in the southeastern end of campus, within the Residence Halls area. Guests will be issued akey for the
hall’ s entrance and their suite door. A $75 feeis charged for lost and non-returned keys. All
accommodations are suites and have semi-private bathrooms.

Unit 2-Wada Residence Halls has 2 to 3-bedroom suites. Each suite has a mix of double-, and single-
occupancy rooms, aliving area and one full bathroom. Rooms are furnished with extra-long beds, a desk,
chair, dresser, and closet. Please see http://www.housing.berkeley.edu/livingatcal /unit2_wada.html for
more information. Participants should bring an alarm clock, table lamp, flashlight, clothes hangers, and a
light jacket or sweater for cool evenings. Bed linens, atowel and washcloth will be provided, but
bringing an extratowel is recommended. Cooking appliances and pets are prohibited. Study lounges and
laundry facilities are available; washers $1.50 and dryers $1.00 per |oad.

WAL participants may check in after 3 p.m. on Sunday, June 14 and are expected to check out on Friday,
June 26 by 12 p.m., though prearranged |luggage storage can be provided since the program does not end
until 1:30 p.m.

Rates, which include three daily meals, are approximately $1,500 per person for single occupancy and
$1,200 per person for double occupancy. Final costs will be available mid-February and may be
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somewhat lower. Asthese are only estimates, please contact the WAI Administrator for more specific
information. The cost is a package price. Students needing to spend either Saturday night June 13 or
Friday night, June 26 may make arrangements for residence hall lodging with the WAI Administrator
Sydney Bailey, if space isavailable. Approximate cost for an additional nightslodging is $70 for asingle
room and $45 for a double.

Non-student guests cannot be accommodated at any time during the program, including over the weekend
between the first and second weeks.

Meals:

Three daily meals included with the accommodations package. Meals are served in the Crossroads
Dining Facility, al you can eat, for the duration of the program. Meals are scheduled at specific times
according to the cafeteria schedule. Lunches will be arranged for most site visits.

Commuter Students:

Many of the best learning opportunities occur while networking with other participants during meals and
in the evenings. Students are encouraged to take into account the highly intensive nature of the Western
Archives Institute when deciding whether to be aresident or commuter student. Y ou may wish to discuss
your individual situation with WAI Administrator Sydney Bailey, or Associate Administrator Ellen
Jarosz.

Meals and Transportation:

For commuter students not staying on campus, the non-resident package costs approximately, $450 per
person and includes the program’ s specia events, daily refreshments, and transportation to site visits at
local repositories. Final costswill be available in February and may be somewhat lower. Asthese are
only estimates, please contact the WAI Administrator for more specific information. Commuter students
will have several meal options, including 1.) bring your meals; 2.) purchase meals at Crossroads Dining
Facility or 3.) purchase meals at nearby restaurants, if time permits. The approximate cost for meals at
the Crossroads Dining Facility: Breakfast $8.50, Lunch $11.00 and Dinner, $13.00. Crossroads does not
accept credit cards.
